#22 for data. All wiring is Class 2.

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Master Keypad Installation

1.Turn power off. Strip 1/2” (12mm)
insulation from wires in wallbox.
Connect pair for low-voltage power
to terminals 1 and 2. Connect twisted
pair for data link to 3 and 4.

2. ADDRESS: Set first 4 switches
with unit’s unique address (see back
of this sheet).

3. MOUNT: Push all wires in wallbox
and mount as shown. Restore power.
