Description

The HomeWorks microprocessor assem-
bly is the center of a HomeWorks system.
It communicates with master keypads,
GRAFIK Eye preset controls, and remote
power modules to operate lights, relays,
motors, shades, and other remotely-
controlled devices.

The microprocessor assembly (HW-MA-
8-240) installs in the bottom of a remote
power panel enclosure and includes a
mounting bracket, power supply, and
wiring harness for remote power modules.
A maximum of eight microprocessor
assemblies can be used in a HomeWorks
system, with each assembly having its
own unique address.

Time Clock Mode

The HomeWorks microprocessor offers a
time-of-day clock memory function, capa-
ble of storing and executing up to 10
individual events per day. These could
be used to automatically turn groups of
lights on and off, or operate audiovisual
equipment, spas, fountains, or shades.

RS-232 Port

An RS-232 port is included for two-way
serial communication with a remote PC,
providing an interface to/from AV equip-
ment, security systems, HVAC systems,
and home automation controls. All system
programming can be saved as a file and
uploaded through this port, using the
Windows-based programming utility.

Vacation Mode

The HomeWorks microprocessor assem-
bly constantly monitors and records daily
lighting and device usage patterns. These
patterns can be automatically repeated
to simulate occupancy of the home. This
mode is activated through a dry contact
closure on the microprocessor assembly.

Security Mode

Any lights and controlled devices in the
system can be activated by an external
security system to turn on and stay on,
or flash on and off when an alarm
occurs. This mode is activated through a
dry contact closure on the microproces-
sor assembly.

Master keypads can select pre-programmed
lighting scenes, control pathways of light,
raise or lower lights, and activate motor
driven accessories
